By Car: From West: Leave the M4 at 1292 and travel along the A4B(M) for about four miles. At the junction with the
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A4232 (Cardiff East f Docks) leave the A48(M) and stay in the left dedicated lane. Keep left (do not take the fiyowver)
and tumn right at the traffic lights on to Newport Road. Follow the road for another 2.5 mikes into the city centre.
Park in one of the public car parks indicated on the map below (thera is no visitor parking available at the ATRiubM).

From Morth / East: Leave the M4 at 132 (A470) and follow the A470 into the city centre {map indicates recommended
route). When you see the large white buildings of City Hall and Cathays Park (key 10) on your left, turn left on to
Boulevard De Mantes and go straight on at the next lights. Follow the road as it bears right, and after the railway
bridge turn right at the lights. Follow the road around {as indicated) and you will see ATRiuM on your right. Park in
one of the public car parks indicated on the map below (there is no visitor parking available at ATRiuM).

By Train: The nearest mainline service is Cardiff Queen Street station (key 7).

Getting from Treforest to Glyntaff

GhynitafT is within easy reach of Treforest. Journey times
are 5 minutes by car or bike and 10-15 minutes by foot.

Walking — Starting at the front of the University on
Llantwit Road, walk down towards Park Street under the
railway bridge and keep to the left hand side of the road.
Continue to the end of the row of shops and cross over the
junction where the road bears left up the hill {pleass take
care crossing the road). Continue along the pavement for
another 200m until you reach a pedestrian crossing on
your right. Cross the two roads using the pedestrian
arossings and bear right on to the footbridge over the
river. Follow the pavement around to the left, undermeath
the flyover and take the first left up the hill. Usa the
pedestrian arossing to cross on to Cemetery Road. The
Ghyntaff campas is in front of you.

By car / bika — Starting on Llantwit Road, drive down Park
Street and past the shops. On the one way system, keep
right and turmn right at the junction opposite Domino's
Pizza. Get in the left lane and keep left as you aross the
river. Go underneath the fiyower and take the first left, up

G[amorgan Sport Pa rk the hill. At the lights take a sharp tumn right on to

Cemetery Road. Gliyntaff campus is in front of you.
